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FITTING INSTRUCTIONS

e To fit the R&G tail tidy, remove the pillion seat using the key and riders seat by removing the two
allen key bolts, as shown in picture 1.

e Remove the four plastic push rivets on the underside of the tail unit, as shown in picture 2.

e Remove the two bolts that secure the grab rail handles in place on both sides of the bike, as shown
in picture 3.

e Remove the bolt that mounts the red plastic side panel to the subframe on both sides of the bike, as
shown in picture 4. The panel does not need to be removed but needs to flexible to remove the top
red cover.

e Remove the three Phillips screws that secure the top red plastic panel in place on the rear light, as
shown in picture 5.

o Remove the red plastic panel by sliding it rearwards to allow the tabs to exit their slots, as shown in
picture 6. This can be tricky and usually one side has to be removed first.
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e  Gently pull one of the black plastic side panels outwards and this will allow the undertray cover to
come away from the bike, as shown in picture 7.

e  With this cover removed, the plastic side panels need to be disconnected from the small black
centre piece. This is firstly done by removing the two Phillips screws that secure both parts
together on the inside, accessed from underneath in a position shown by the screwdriver in picture
8.

e Remove the two Phillips screws on either side of the rear light, as shown in picture 9.

e  Gently push the rear light and attached black centre panel forwards whilst pulling the side parts
rearwards and this should un-locate the tabs on either side, as shown in picture 10. With these off,
the side pieces can be moved outward and clear of the rear light.

e Disconnect all the wiring on the underside of the tail and pull the rear light rearward so that the
locating prongs come out of their rubber mounts and remove from the bike, as shown in pictures
11,12 & 13.

e Remove the four bolts that secure the rear licence plate hanger in place, and remove from the bike,
as arrowed in picture 14.

e  With the licence plate hanger off the bike, remove the two rubber mounts, as shown in picture 15.

e Take the R&G Licence Plate Bracket (item 1 — TB0168 Part 1) and fit the R&G licence plate
illuminator (item 13), as shown in picture 16. Use a small amount of superglue to stick the light
shroud in position. Fit one length of heat shrink to the wires.

e  Re-fit the two rubber tail light mounts to the R&G tail tidy, ensuring they are fitted so the larger
diameter sits towards the front of the bike, as shown in picture 17.

e  Offer this assembly up to the bike and re-fit the two OEM 12mm hex head bolts to the front
mounting holes, before tightening, as shown in pictures 18 & 19.

o Take the licence plate cover (item 2 — TB0168 Part 2) and locate it as shown on top of the licence
plate bracket, before re-fitting either the two OEM bolts or the 16mm long button head bolts (item
3), as shown in picture 20. This is slotted to achieve a good fit within the plastic and can be
adjusted to suit.

If using the mini indicators
o Fit the indicators of choice to the licence plate bracket assembly already fitted to the bike (R&G
mini indicator product code RG370 for bulb type and RG371 for LED type or RG372 for the Aero
shaped LED type) as shown in picture 22 (please use the heat shrink provided (item 14) to protect
the wiring).

If using the original indicators

o If fitting the OEM indicators, remove the nut on the end of the indicator stalk to remove from
the OEM licence plate hanger, as shown in picture 24 & 25.

e Take one of the indicator adaptors (item 9 — 10030) and feed the wiring of the indicator
through the large hole, as shown in picture 26. Do this for both indicators.

e Feed the indicator wiring through the hole on either side of tail tidy assembly before feeding
the nut over the wiring and tightening onto the threaded stalk of the indicator, as shown in
pictures 27 & 28. Ensure the indicators are mounted on the correct side as seen in the picture.

e  With the indicators of choice fitted, feed the wiring neatly up through the large central hole of the
tail tidy assembly, using the cable ties provided to maintain neat routing, as shown in picture 29.

e To wire up the indicators and licence plate illuminator, connect the bullet connectors as described
below.
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To connect the licence plate illuminator light, connect the black wire of the LA0002 to the green
wire on the bike and the red wire on the LA0002 to the brown wire on the bike.

If using the OEM indicators, connect up the same way as normal.

If using the R&G Aero Mini Indicators —
e connect the black wire of the indicator to the green wire on the bike.
e connect the yellow wire of the indicator to the orange or light blue wire on the bike.
e to achieve the correct flash rate, the R&G Aero Mini Indicators require 1x small resistor
(product code — RGR0001) & 1x large resistor (product code — RGR0002) connected in
series per indicator (resistors available separately).

If using the R&G LED Mini Indicators —
e connect the black wire of the indicator to the green wire on the bike.
e connect the black/white wire of the indicator to the orange or light blue wire on the bike.
e to achieve the correct flash rate, the R&G LED Mini Indicators require 1x small resistor
(product code — RGR0001) & 1x large resistor (product code — RGR0002) connected in
series per indicator (resistors available separately).

If using the R&G Bulb Mini Indicators —
e connect the black wire of the indicator to the green wire on the bike.
e connect the black/white wire of the indicator to the orange or light blue wire on the bike.
e to achieve the correct flash rate, the R&G Bulb Mini Indicators require 1x large resistor
(product code — RGR0002) connected per indicator (resistors available separately).

e Reconnect the tail light to its original connectors whilst re-fitting to the bike by locating the two
prongs into the rubber mounts, as shown in pictures 32, 33 & 34.

e Itisa good idea to check for the correct operation of the indicators and license plate illuminator at
this stage.

o  With the tail light now fitted with the black piece attached underneath, clip the two plastic sides
onto the mounting tab of the central piece the same way that it was removed. The two screws that
were accessed from underneath are not required to be re-fitted.

e  Re-fit the red plastic central part above the tail light by sliding the tabs into the slots, as shown in
picture 35.

e On the underside of the tail, remove the two hex head bolts, as shown in picture 36.

e Take the licence plate undertray (item 6 — TB0168 Part 3) along with the two M6 x 20mm long
button head bolts (item 4) and two spacers (item 5 — S0821 — 1 1mm long) and locate the bolts
through the two round holes from the underside of the cover, before locating the two spacers onto
the exposed end of thread, as shown in picture 37.

e  Offer this assembly up to the underside of the bike, locating the two spacers in the recess of the
plastic in order to sit against the subframe, before loosely tightening the two bolts, as shown in
picture 38. Take care to ensure the edges sit up inside the plastic and not against the plastic.

e  Ensure all the wiring is neatly routed up from the indicators and licence plate illuminator before
raising the undertray in order to fit the two M6 x 6mm long button head bolts (item 8) and two M6
washers (item 7) through the two slotted holes on the rear of the undertray and into the threaded
holes of the licence plate hanger, as shown in picture 39. There is a cut-out profile in the undertray
for the indicator wiring to go through.
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e  Re-fit the three Phillips screws that secure the top red central piece in place onto the rear light
along with the two Phillips screws on either side which locate this to the black plastic side panels,
as shown in picture 40.

e Re-fit the two plastic push rivets on the underside of the tail that locate the two side panels, as
shown in picture 41.

e  Re-fit the two bolts that mount the red side panels onto the rear subframe along with the four bolts
to re-fit the grab rails, as shown in picture 42.

e  Re-fit the riders seat and pillion seat.

o  Ensure the tail tidy is securely mounted and all bolts are fully tightened.

e  Check for the correction operation of all lights with the correct flash rates for the indicators, with
the engine both running and non-running.

e  Re-fit the licence plate (it may require drilling).

e Depending on local laws, attach enclosed reflector in an appropriate location.

e Test the license plate illuminator and all lights before riding.

e  Pour monter le support R&G, enlever le siege passager en utilisant la clé et les sieges passager en
enlevant les 2 boulons a I'aide de la clé Allen, voir photo 1.

e Enlever les 4 rivets sous I'unité de support de plaque, voir photo 2.

e Enlever les 2 boulons qui fixent les poignées d’accroche en place des deux cotés de la moto, voir
photo 3.

e Enlever le boulon qui fixe le carénage rouge en plastique au sous cadre des deux cotés de la
moto, voir photo 4. Le carénage n’a pas besoin d’étre enlevé mais doit étre fléchis pour enlever le
cache rouge supérieur.

e Enlever les 3 vis qui fixent le cache supérieur rouge en plastique en place sur le feu arriéere, voir
photo 5.

e Enlever la cache plastique rouge en le glissant vers I'arriére, pour permettre aux onglets de sortir
de leurs fentes, voir photo 6. Cela peut étre difficile et généralement un cété doit étre enlevé en
premier.
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e Tirez doucement sur I'un des panneaux de plastique noir latéraux vers I'extérieur et cela
permettra au cache de passage de roue d’étre extrait de la moto, voir photo 7.

e Une fois ce cache enlevé, les carénages latéraux plastique doivent étre déconnectés de la petite
piece noir centrale. Cela s’effectue en enlevant les 2 vis qui fixent les 2 parties ensemble a
I'intérieur, accessibles par le dessous dans la position indiquée par le tournevis sur la photo 8.

e Enlever les deux vis de chaque coté du feux arriere, voir photo 9.

e  Pousser doucement le feux arriére et le cache noir central vers I'avant tout en tirant les parties
latérales vers I'arriere. Cela doit déplacer les onglets de chaque coté, voir photo 10. Ensuite, les
pieces latérales peuvent étre déplacées vers |'extérieur et liberent le feux arriere.

e Déconnecter tous les fils au dessous de I'unité de support de plaque et tirer le feux arriere vers
I'arriere de fagon a ce que les broches sortent de leurs supports de caoutchouc puis enlevez les de
la moto, voir photos 11, 12 & 13.

e Enlever les 4 boulons qui fixent le support de plaque arriére en place puis enlever le de la moto,
voir photo 14.

e Une fois qu’il est enlevé de la moto, enlever les deux supports de caoutchouc, voir photo 15.

e  Prendre le support R&G (article 1 — TB0168 Partie 1) et montrer le feux de plaque dessus (article
13), voir photo 16. Utiliser un peu de superglue pour coller le linceul de lumiére en position.
Appliquer une longueur de gaine thermo retractable sur les fils.

e Remettre les deux supports de caoutchouc en place sur le support R&G, en veillant a ce qu’ils
soient montés de facon a ce que la diamétre le plus large soit orienté vers I'avant de la moto, voir
photo 17.

e Monter I'ensemble sur la moto et remettre les deux boulons d’origine 12mm dans les deux trosu
de fixation avant, avant de serrer, voir photos 18 & 19.

e Prendre le cache support de plaque (article 2 — TB0168 Partie 2) et placez le comme c’est indiqué
sur le haut du support de plaque, avant de remettre chacun des deux boulons d’origine ou les
boulons 16mm (article 3), voir photo 20. Il s’insérer pour réaliser une bonne installation a
l'intérieur de la matiere plastique et peut étre ajusté a votre convenance.

e Monter les clignotants de votre choix sur le support de plaque déja installé sur la moto (R&G code
produit RG370=Ampoule, RG371=LED ou RG372 = LED latérale) voir photo 22 (Utilisez la gaine
thermo rétractable fournie (article 14) pour protéger les fils du nouveau clignotant).

e Une fois l'unité d’éclairage correctement installée avec la piéce noire attachée au dessous, clipsez
les deux cotés en plastique sur I'onglet de fixation de la piéce centrale de la méme facon qu’il aa
été enlevé. Les 2 vis qui étaient accessibles par le dessous ne sont pas tenues d’étre réutilisées.

e Remettre la partie centrale en plastique rouge au dessus de I'unité de support de plaque en
glissant les onglets dans les fentes, voir photo 35.

e Audessous de l'unité de support de plaque, enlever les 2 boulons, voir photo 36.

e  Prendre le passage de roue de support de plaque (article 6 — TB0168 Partie 3) avec les deux
boulons M6 x 20mm (article 4) et deux entretoises (article 5 — 50821 — 11mm de long) puis placer
les boulons dans les deux trous au dessous du cache, avant de placer les deux entretoises sur
I’extrémité du filetage, voir photo 37.

e Monter cet ensemble au dessous de la moto, en plagant les deux entretoises dans le creux du
plastique pour qu’elles se placent contre le sous cadre, avant de serrer légérement les deux
boulons, voir photo 38. Veiller a ce que les bords se placent a I'intérieur du plastique et non
contre le plastique.

e Veiller a ce que tous les fils soient nettement routés depuis les clignotants et le feu de support de
plague avant d’élever le passage de roue pour placer les deux boulons M6 x 6mm (article 8) et
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deux rondelles M6 (article 7) dans les deux trous a I'arriere du passage de roue et dans les trous
filetés du support de plaque, voir photo 39. Il y a une ouverture dans le passage de roue pour
passer le fil de clignotant.

e Remettre les trois vis qui fixent la piece centrale supérieure rouge en place sur le feu arriere avec
les deux vis de chaque coté qui la fixe aux carénages latéraux noirs en plastique, voir photo 40.

e Remettre les deux rivets en plastique au dessous de la queue de I'unité de support de plaque qui
placent les deux carénages latéraux, voir photo 41.

e Remettre les deux boulons qui fixent les carénages latéraux rouge sur le sous cadre arriére avec
les 4 boulons pour remonter les barres d’accroche, voir photo 42.
